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The goal of this class will be to come to a true definition of freedom by elucidating the mechanisms and limits of social control
over the individual. What does it mean to he free? What does it mean to exercise power? What are the ways that we are not in
control of our own hodies, minds, and destinies? How do systems work and what is the position of the individual in a larger system?
What are the psychological and emotional effects felt by the individual in such a system? Is there the possibility of a harmony hetween
the individual and the group or is this a relationship essentially defined by tension, sacrifice, and even antagonism?
