Sculpture

The goal of our class will be to explore a variety of sculptural techniques using clay and plaster while interpreting them through our own personalities and interests.
The class is structured into information presentation, short demonstrations of technique and plenty of student work time.  Materials we will be working with include: oil based clay, plaster, raku clay and pottery clay.  

Highlights of this class will include an outdoor barrel raku firing and a one day trip on Friday, December 7 to the Minneapolis Institute of Art and Walker Art Center and Sculpture gardens.  There is also an option to visit the “10,000 Warrior” exhibit at MIA while we are there.  This would cost an additional $16.00 on top of the $10.00 gas expense.  (We will bring our own lunch and snacks).  

Students are expected to:


1.  Complete and turn in at least 4 quality hand built sculptural objects and  

        

may create as many as 8.  (Oil based clay, plaster, raku barrel fire and traditional 


kiln fire).


2.  Turn in observations and discoveries for 4 objects.  (2 paragraphs ea.).


Extra effort:   Share observations and discoveries orally with rest of class.  


(Encouraged but not required).


3.  Turn in 3 quizzes that check for knowledge.


4.  Turn in self evaluation.

Written evaluations by the teacher are based on completion of above-mentioned student expectations, attendance, class participation and quality of work time.
